In late March, our students embarked on a four-day English Exchange Study Tour to Singapore—an immersive
journey beyond the classroom. More than just a sightseeing trip, this tour provided an authentic “fully immersive
English environment” where students could put their English into practice in real-life situations, significantly boosting

a their confidence.

From the moment they arrived, students were immersed in Singapore’s English-speaking culture. Navigating
a signage and daily interactions helped them see English as a practical communication tool, not just a school subject.

A visit to the Tzu Chi Seniors Engagement & Enabling Node was one of
the key highlights of the tour. Students introduced Hong Kong’s culture, delicacies
and landmarks to local seniors in English—a challenging task that taught them the
value of respectful and effective communication. Additionally, a visit to the National
University of Singapore allowed students to engage in natural conversations with
local undergraduates about university life.

Following the tour, the school arranged extended learning activities at school.
Participating students set up booths to share their Singaporean experiences and
souvenirs with schoolmates in English. By transitioning from "learners" to "sharers," students further consolidated their
language proficiency and fostered a spirit of sharing and caring.

As the Secondary Native-speaking English Teacher (NET), | was delighted to be involved in a range of English activities this
year, which gave students many chances to use English in meaningful ways.

In December 2025, a movie outing was arranged for students from S3E, S4A, and S5
to watch Zootopia 2. This activity provided an enjoyable English listening experience outside
the classroom and allowed students to relax, laugh, and share their thoughts about the film in
English afterwards.
